MYCW 2020 — 2023 Reallocation

To help address the ever-increasing traffic volumes on Cooper Boulevard Council is
recommending implementing traffic calming measures on that corridor. The exact scope and
location are to be determined following the receipt and evaluation of the traffic study currently
being undertaken by traffic Engineers at Englobe.
